Currently the program principally focuses on commercial office space, however GWLRA, Bentall, Gateway, RealStar, Cadillac
Fairview Corporation, Oxford Properties, Morguard Investments, Ivanhoe Cambridge and 20 Vic Management Inc. are
collaborating to include other asset types under level 2 to 4 of the BOMA BESt program. Currently, enclosed shopping
centres, retail strip properties and light industrial are in the pilot phase, while the template for multi-family properties is
still under development. The goal is for all of these templates to be completed in 2009 and tested to ensure they meet the
standards of the program.
